Access Statement for Penmaenmawr Bed & Breakfast
Introduction

Situated in one of the coastal Quarry Villages along the North Wales Coast, this small sea view B&B offers accommodation for anything from a quick weekend getaway or a longer stay for families, couples, dog owners, business travellers, etc. Located just off the high street (Bangor Road) there is street parking within the vicinity of the house. As the property sits on a hill with a steep incline leading down to the sea you can walk downhill to the beach and the train station in 5 minutes. The nearest bus stop is on the high street, which is an even level walk of 5 minutes.

There are 2 double bedrooms and 1 single bedroom to choose from, all of which are located on either the first or second floor of this Victorian house. One has a private bathroom, but the other rooms have to share the bathroom on the first floor with the host. This bathroom provides a shower over a bath. The single room is located on the second floor. The top floor shower room has a walk-in shower.

Breakfast is freshly prepared from predominantly local produce where possible and most dietary requirements can be catered for, provided advance notice is given.

Pre-Arrival

· For full details and maps of how to find me, please see the location map at the bottom of each page on this website, which enables you to get directions from your journey starting point. 

· Alternatively you can plan your journey by car or public transport using a journey planning website - simply enter your postcode and mine, which is LL34 6AN, to get detailed directions.

· There is a local train station in Penmaenmawr itself, a 5 minute walk down Paradise Road (steep hill), which can take you as far as Holyhead on Anglesey towards the West and Wrecsham towards the East.

· The nearest bus stop is 5 minutes walk from Bangor Road (high street) which take you either towards Bangor in the West or Llandudno in the East - the stop is called 'Llys Clwyd' - there is shelter on both roadsides and buses can accommodate one wheelchair as a minimum.

· The pavement leading from the local high street to the B&B is tarmacked and wide enough for a wheelchair. Generally tarmacked pavements exist throughout the village.

· This Access Statement is available in Large Print on request.
Car Parking and Arrival

· There are no designated parking spaces, but because it is a residential road, there is ample parking available close to the B&B, but you might have to walk up to 100 yards to the front door. Best hours for finding suitable parking spaces is between 5pm and 8am. However, I will be more than happy to move my own car for visitors to take that space if that helps.

· The access to the house is straight off the pavement onto tiled ground and 6 slate steps leading up to the front door - the area is well lit by both street lighting as well as the front door light of the house. Wrought iron handrails are available on both sides.

· The front door is 1m wide leading into a small porch and then another step up to the actual house door, which is 88cm wide leading into a fairly wide hallway.

· Assistance with luggage and equipment can be given.
Welcome Area

· Guests are welcomed at the door, lead through the porch, up one step into the hallway, which is level with the breakfast room.

· Seating is available in the breakfast room and there is a sturdy straight-backed chair without arms in the hallway as well.

· The flooring is carpet throughout and the are is well lit by the overhead lights.

· Guests are usually shown the breakfast room and then their room and bathroom facility.
Bedrooms

· There is a double bedroom with a large king sized bed on the first floor, which can be reached by stairs only (12 steps to a little landing and then another 7 to the first floor), its shared bathroom is directly opposite on the same level. The doors are all 70cm wide.

· The staircase to the first floor is 90cm wide, but to the second floor there are only 80cm width.

· The other double bedroom as well as the single room are on the second floor accessed by stairs only (this time 8 steps to another little landing followed by a final 7 steps to the top floor of the house). The private bathroom for the double bedroom is on the same level right next door, but the single room, if not let together with the top floor double bedroom, needs to use the bathroom one level down.

· Furniture can be moved, but there is limited space in all the bedrooms to do so and no storage facility for removals.

· The height of the beds from the top of the mattress to the floor are as follows: Boat and Lighthouse beds are 60cm and the Anchor bed is 75cm.

· Rooms are generally bright and evenly lit, overhead lights are controlled by standard off/on switches. Bedside lamps are in each room and there is a floor lamp in the Anchor room in the seating area.

· All bedrooms offer good colour contrast between the floor, walls and doors, short pile carpet with sheepskins as rugs at the beds. All bedding is non-feather, anti-allergic same as the mattresses. A small 23" TV is available in the Boat and Lighthouse rooms with remote controls and a TV can also be made available on request for the Anchor room.
Bathrooms, Shower-rooms & Toilets (Ensuite or Shared)

· None of the bathrooms are en-suite.

· All doors are 70cm wide.

· The first floor shared bathroom has a shower over bath facility, toilet heights are 40cm each and the wash basin heights are 80cm each.

· Well lit with overhead lights and non-slip laminate flooring.

· Goof colour contrasts between the doors, walls, floors and towels.

· No grab rails available in either bathroom.
Public Areas - Halls, Stairs, Landings, Corridors

· All public areas such as hall, stairs, landings are well lit by overhead lights and floor lamps on the landings.

· There is short pile carpet throughout the property in rooms as well as on stairs and in the hall and the landings.

· There is a continuous flight of 12 steps to the first floor with a handrail on the right-hand side.
Dining Room

· The breakfast room is situated on the ground floor with the aforementioned 6 steps from the pavement through the front doors.

· The door is 80cm wide and the room is level throughout.

· Lighting is natural daylight and overhead lights controlled by standard off-on switches.

· The flooring is short pile carpet.

· Specific dietary requirements can be catered for, provided advance notice is given at booking stage.

· Breakfast options are brought to the table, but there is a self-service buffet for juices, cereals, bread, toast, baked goods, etc.

· Crockery is colour contrasted with the tables where possible.
Additional Information

· There is a set of evacuation procedures - should you require it I will come to your room and assist you with evacuation.

· Trained Assistance dogs are welcome and suitable equipment can be provided (dog bed, bowl, dog goodie bag).

· Free WiFi access available throughout the property.

· The nearest doctor's surgery is only a 300 yards away - the nearest hospital with A&E unit it located in Bangor - 19 miles from Penmaenmawr - should you require further details on either, please let me know.

· I am planning a regular review of the website to ensure it remains up to date and easily accessible, any feedback will be much appreciated.
